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Homes Are Falling Apart

Fifty to sixty percent of all couples
today inthe USA begintheir relationship
together by shacking up with each other.
When they do get married, 67 percent of
them end up in divorce, compared to
about 45 percent of norma marriages.
Only God knows the full devastation to
the children. Practice sessions before
marriage do not work. If you give away
themilk, thecow won't bebought. (That
statement came from Mike and Harriet
McMannus book.) For a glimpse of
today’s action, read Il Timothy 3:1-5.
God gave us a warning through the
prophet Hosea. (I doubt if you haveread
that book in the last 10 years) “My
people are destroyed for lack of knowl-
edge, because you have rejected knowl-
edge, | will alsoreject you, that you shall
be no priest to me; seeing you have
forgottenthelaw of your God, | will also
forget your children” (Hosea4:6). Here
is one explanation for so many children
and grandchildren being such sorrow to
their parents and grandparents.

Teaching our children is not the
church’ s responsibility, nor the pastor’s
or the Sunday school teacher’s. Spiritua
instruction is the responsibility of par-
ents. It includes being a demonstration
of that which we are teaching. Do we
know what isgoing in and coming out of
our children’s mind? “Blessed are the
undefiledintheway, whowalk inthelaw
of the Lord. Blessed are they that keep
His testimonies and seek Him with the
whole heart.

An Explanation

Many blame the lowering of our national morality on Hollywood and other
entertainment features. Cursing, lying, pornography, adultery and fornication, and
other sinsarethe consequence, not the causeof it. | believethefailureof churchesand
their leadersisnot only the cause of such debauchery, but al so the explanation for God
not stemming the tide. Today’s average churchis strangely quiet about the sins
of our day. They donot teachthebiblical principlesthat direct theaffairsof men. Here
are some of the directives that are evaded:

1. Repentanceof sinthat isdemanded by God if we areto be acceptableto Him. The
reason for such unscriptural proclamation isthat they advocate sin to be continued
after being regenerated by God' s Spirit. It continuesto be exercised until we make
Him Lord of our life. Wedon't! If saved, we are already identified with the Lord
JesusChrist, Who died to takeaway our sin. How many congregationswant to hear
this? God demands repentance prior to faith. (Acts 20:20,21)

2. Theemphasison sanctification or holinessisall but gone. Christiansaretobeholy,
dedicated to a clean righteous life. It is the Holy Spirit Who indwells every
believer. Thusthe explanation why we are having so many professions with few
new creatures, with old things passing away and a new life evident to all. (Il
Corinthians 5:17)

3. Many in our day have allowed humanism in their pulpits which is devastating to
spirituality. These leaders place an emphasis on what man must do to get saved,
rather than what God has already provided for us, in and through His Son. They
claim to be saved on the basis of their faith or something else they do. They focus
onman’ saction rather than the finished work of Christ onthecross. If wemust do
certainthingsto reach heaven, then nolonger arewe saved by grace, but by our own
works. Ephesians2:8-10 says NO to this falsepremise. The pride of man says
DO; God' sgracedeclaresDONE. Repentance and faith arethe gift of God that we
appropriate.

4. The permanence of marriage isall but gone in many of today’scircles. All parts
of our society are filled with those who have broken their marriage vows, made to
God, and continue as nothing has happened. | know of very few who stand with
absolutefinality on thismatter. Show meonegreat (?) radio or TV evangelist who
does? To preach on the permanence of marriage would cost them the support of
theirfollowers. Most endorse divorce on one basis or another. They forget what

Christ said, “from the beginning it was not so.”
