thing.” He never said anything again. 
That is the kind of woman to whom I 
am married to. She is very special. 

My kayak story 
would prove that to any doubters. 
Kind and sensitive to the Lord’s deal-
ings. She is more than a heart could 
wish for, wrapped up in one person. 
One last thing: in the Scriptures we 
have people who serve as types for 
New Testament teachings. They are 
types, not the actual things. They are 
not perfect people.  Daniel and Jo-
seph were types of Christ in certain 
things. My wife is like that – a type 
of Christ in certain areas.
